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While on the surface there may seem to be 
little difference between a civil marriage and 
a sacramental one, the purpose of  each kind 
is vastly dissimilar.

A civil marriage is, essentially, a legal contract 
recognized by the state.  As such, it provides 
spouses with legal rights and responsibilities 
under the law.  The purpose is to safeguard 
such things as inheritance, property, and 
benefits.  Very important, to be sure.

A Catholic, sacramental marriage is not so 
much a contract as it is a covenant.  Certainly, 
legal and social aspects of  the relationship are 
important in a sacramental marriage as they 
are in any relationship.  But when a couple 
marries sacramentally they are sent out on a 
mission.

The couple doesn’t receive a sacrament on 
their wedding day inasmuch as they become a 
sacrament.  Their mission is to make visible 
Christ’s love for His Church, as revealed on 
the crucifix.

The crucifix reveals that Christ’s love for us is 
faithful, fruitful, and forever.  Our blessed Lord is 
faithful to the Father to the bitter end.  His cross 
is truly the “tree of  life,” always bearing fruit 
by transforming our hearts whenever we pick 
up our own crosses.  And Christ’s love lasts 
forever … Jesus’ arms outstretched reminds us 
that God’s love for us is immeasurable.

When a couple’s love for each other is faithful, 
fruitful and forever they are revealing to the 
whole world how much Christ loves us.  This 
is their mission!

Next Sunday, at the 10:30 Mass, I will be 
officiating a wedding in lieu of  a homily (so 
the Mass will actually be shorter than usual).  
Danielle Herrmann and Hunter Fox have 
chosen to be married here during Sunday 
Mass.  For those who may be curious about 
this, yes, this is permitted by the Church.    

Consider this your invitation to join with us 
in celebration (no RSVP required).  It will be 
simple yet powerful, as Danielle and Hunter 
begin their new mission.

The Rise of a New ChurchThe Rise of a New Church
“How lovely is your dwelling place, O Lord of Hosts: 
My soul yearns and pines for the courts of the Lord.” 

These words from 
the 83rd Psalm, 
2nd verse were the 
opening lines of the 
Homily given on 
May 11, 1968 at the 
solemn dedication 
of the new Our Lady 
of Mount Carmel 
Church.

Work began on the new church in June of 1966 and was 
completed in March 1968. This red brick Georgian Colonial 
style church was designed to blend with the surroundings 
of the historic Doylestown 
Borough. A portion of Linden 
Ave was closed to permit the 
construction. With seating 
for 1,020 on the main floor 
and 104 in the balcony, 
there were also future plans 
for a new parking lot. The 
transcept wings, set at an 
angle, were part of a floor 
plan that had every seat 
facing directly to the center 
of the sanctuary for an 
unobstructed view. 

The new stained glass windows were executed by the 
local Edward J. Byrne studio and depicted the history of 
the church and events from the life of Jesus and Mary.  
Our Lady of Mount Carmel, the patroness of the parish, 
is highlighted in a large center window in the choir gallery. 
The soft blue interior of the new church was set off with 
wood trim in a Colonial off-white. The carpets in the aisles 
and Sanctuary were also blue to match the interior walls.

The statues, Our Lady of Mount Carmel and Sacred Heart 
of Jesus, were designed in Doylestown and carved in Italy 
of Lindenwood.

A carillon was installed in the church tower, with speakers, 
which could play chimes manually from the organ or by 
programmed recordings from a location in the sacristy. The 
entire building cost approximately $700,000 to build. 

The celebrant of the 
dedication Mass and 
laying of the cornerstone 
was His Eminence, 
John Cardinal Krol. 
A reception followed, 
and the menu for that 
celebration can be found 
in our 175th Anniversary 
Cookbook.
