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How long, O LORD? I cry_for help but you do not
listen!

These words could be screamed by any one
of us at any time in our lives. They could
be uttered by a parent who lost a child, by
a woman who lost her husband, by a man
who lost his job, by children who buried their
parent. The list could go on and on.

How long, O LORD? I cry for help but you do not
listen!

It's a perennial cry that was first shouted
and written by the prophet Habakkuk 2600
years ago. And for good reason. Idolatry
had replaced faith. Injustice was everywhere.
And one of Israel’s pagan enemies — Babylon
— was about to lay siege to Jerusalem.

Habakkuk 1s painfully aware of all this and so

he screamed at God: How long, O LORD? I cry
Jor help but you do not listen!

Habakkuk’s book is very unique. First of all,
it’s only three chapters long. Moreover, the
entire book consists of a dialogue between
the prophet and God. The Lord responds to
the prophet’s plea in a very odd way. He tells
Habakkuk that He will allow the Babylonians
to conquer the city so that His people will be
purified of their idolatry and injustice.

God wasn’t endorsing the Babylonians.
Rather, He was allowing them to help Him
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accomplish what He desired: that His people
would become holy!

After God explained all of this to Habakkuk
He told the prophet the same thing he tells

us whenever we’re in the midst of trial: have

faith.

To believe well is no easy task. That’s why,
in our Gospel this weekend, the apostles
demand that Jesus increase their faith. They,
like us, want to be able to go to God and cling
to Him and trust in Him. It keeps us from
despairing and giving up.

As we do our best to endure our trials, let’s
remember to surrender ourselves to the Lord
by trusting in Him ... and trusting in His
timing, too.
