Inscribed in many synagogues you will see these

words: Rnow Before Whom You Stand.

Acknowledging this is a mark of humility—and
a sign of faith.

In our Gospel, Jesus heals ten lepers but only
one lives out those words ... and he returned to
Jesus, fell to his knees, and thanked Him.

Last week, you’ll recall, Jesus told his followers
they needed only faith the size of a mustard
seed. This week, the subject of faith comes up
again, and the conclusions we discover may
be even more surprising. Let me suggest three
points worth remembering.

Faith is active. The grateful leper, after he
was cured, sought Christ, and gave Him His
due. Faith knows before whom you stand.

Faith has no limits—and neither does
God. A few weeks ago, we heard the parable of
The Good Samaritan. This Gospel is its sequel —
T he Grateful Samaritan. The Samaritans were
foreigners. Saint Luke again reminds us that
God’s love and mercy is meant for everyone and
doesn’t discriminate.

Faith is always marked by gratitude.
We don’t need to wait until a Thursday in
November to give thanks. We reveal our faith
whenever we are grateful.

In some way, we’re all lepers. Some of us
may feel unlovable. Some of us may feel we
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aren’t smart enough. Or rich enough. Or
thin enough. Or enough. We live
in a culture that judges harshly and excludes
mercilessly.

But Christ stands in contradiction to that way
of thinking. He accepts us, whoever we are,
however we are. He reaches out to us in all our
brokenness, with all our scars, all our sins. God’s
mercy is everlasting,

And to that, all we can say 1s, quite simply,
“Thank You, God.” In expressing such
gratitude, we express our faith in the One Who
loves us in all our beautiful imperfection—the
One who can truly heal what is wounded by
pain or shame or circumstances or sin. The
One before Whom we stand, and sit, and kneel.

Music and the Arts at OTMC

Since the very first days of our church, Our Lady of Mount
Carmel has been known for their ties to the worlds of art
and music. Whether it was the “Ornate Improvements”
listed in the newspapers in 1866 of a painting of the
Assumption being placed on the ceiling in St. Mary’s,
the full length paintings of St. Peter and St. Paul in the
sanctuary, or the new organ purchased in 1882 to help
the Sisters of St. Francis educate the children’s singing at
church services; Our Lady of Mount Carmel has always
had a close connection to the arts.

In February 1875 the famous Irish soprano Rosa D’Erina
performed at the OLMC to a capacity crowd.

In 1982 American classical concert organist Carlo Curley
came to Our Lady of Mount Carmel, to perform works by
Mozart, Bach and Schubert among others.

We have also had famous local Bucks County artists share
their talents here at OLMC over the years.

Bucks County landscape artist
George Sotter, a parishioner,
was commissioned by Martha
Mercer in 1937 to do a paintin
at Our Lady of Mount Carmel.
This painting of Christ Crucified
and Agnus Dei,“The Lamb of
God,” hangs in the church still
today.

The Stained glass windows had been changed a few times
in St. Mary’s over the years, but the current windows in
the new church and rectory we de&gned and made by
the local Edward Byrnes Studio. The Byrnes Family were
also members at OLMC and were well known for their
craftsmanship of stained glass. The Byrnes Studio also
designed the furniture in the church.

You can also enjoy the artistry of The Moravian Tile Works
here at OLMC. The Stations of the Cross, which once hung
in St. Mary’s Church, are now in the current Prayer Garden,
The original HoIK Water Fonts, from St. Mary’s, now grace
the recton;y. The address numbers
above the front doors of the rectory and
church are the latest additions from the
Tile Works.

Not to be overlooked is the new statue
of Our Lad}/ of Mount Carmel, all the
way from l[taly that graces our new
Columbarium, ‘as well as the Vermont
marble monument in the cemetery from
the late 1800’s.

In the last 175 years we have always
enjoyed an enthusiastic church choir and many talented
singers, organists and musicians. This tradition continues

_ today with our current OLMC Choir,
soloists, organists, as well as Fr. Brody
‘| sharing his talent on the violin.

| The new addition of a Boston Baby
Grand piano made by Steinway, now
in the choir loft and the new Religious
?| Art watercolors in the rectory show us
that we will have many more decades
of exquisite art and inspirational musical
talent to enjoy here at Our Lady of
