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Our Gospel this weekend ends with one of

the most disturbing lines in the entire New
Testament. After giving us a parable, Jesus ends
with these words: “But when the Son of Man
comes, will He find faith on earth?”

We’re always just one generation away from the
extinction of the faith. I received the faith from
my parents, who received it from theirs, and so
on. Butif we don’t pass the faith on to the next
generation it will become extinct. And history
proves my point.

There are places on earth where the Christian
faith was once very vibrant but now it no longer
exists. Turkey is where Saint Paul preached.
Now, the Christian faith there 1s virtually
non-existent. Much of the Middle East, the
birthplace of Christianity, has just a handful

of practicing Christians. North Africa, which
gave us Saint Augustine, 1s almost entirely bereft
of Christianity. And in Western Europe — the
cradle of the faith for centuries — the Christian
faith 1s quickly becoming extinct.

Certainly, one of our tasks 1s to do our part to

ensure that the faith endures. Our faith brings
us strength, comfort, wisdom, forgiveness, and
hope so why wouldn’t we want to pass these on
to the next generation?

I'd like to make a few suggestions as to how we
can do this.

First, understanding the cultural context in
which we live 1s vital. Our first reading this
weekend ends this way: “And Joshua mowed
down Amalek and his people with the edge
of the sword.” Amalek represents those
powers within us that seek to destroy our
peace. Amalek is everywhere in our culture:
individualism, materialism, and subjectivism.

In terms of handing down the faith, I do
think that external practices are essential: the
sacraments, adoration, processions, the rosary,
genuflecting, blessing ourselves, etc., all go a
long way in keeping the faith alive for at least
one more generation ... if not until Christ
returns!
