These words of Saint Therese of Lisieux
(a.k.a. “The Little Flower”) sum up the true
Catholic attitude when it comes to death.
Her words speak a confidence that comes
only from faith.

This 1sn’t to say that Catholicism ignores the
totality of human experience when it comes
to losing a loved one — the pain that death-
grief brings.

As we begin this month of November — this
month of All Souls — I ask you to join with me
in considering death through the lens of hurt,
help, and hope.

When we lose someone we love our hearts
are sure to hurt. This hurt 1s the price we
pay for love. When I've lost people I loved
I sometimes ask, “Was it worth 1t?” That 1s,
to spare me this aching heart would I like to
go back in time and choose NO'T to love this
person?

Friends, the love s worth the hurt for it is
better to have loved and lost than to never
have loved at all.

Then, there’s the help that comes with the
death of a loved one. The Mass cards, the
gathering of family to mourn together, the
food baskets, the visits by friends, the phone
calls, etc. There 1s this aspect of death, too.

And it’s beautifully comforting to know that
we’re not alone 1n our grief.

But in addition to the hurt and the help is
the hope we believers share. And that hope
is this: eternal life with God. I feel awful for
non-believers (I mean that). They believe in
birth, life, death. Whereas I believe in life,
death, and resurrection!

Put differently, I believe that I will one day
join the ones I've loved and mourned in a
place of perfect peace, love, and joy ... free
from pain and suffering. This existence will
include no more tears, no more pain and no
more death.

The hurt. The help. The hope. Let us think
of all these things throughout this month and
throughout our lives.
