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We can never underestimate the effect that Saint
Paul had on world history. Paul was a giant in his
time — a leading rabbi, a notorious philosopher,
and a ctizen of Rome. He was humble,
courageous, and compassionate.

Paul spread the Gospel throughout the ancient
world and brought it onto the European
continent. Ilike to think of Paul as a combination
of Abraham Lincoln, Martin Luther King, and
Father Shane Flanagan!

Perhaps Paul’s greatest legacy, however, were the
words he penned and spoke to the Corinthians.
Corinth was by all accounts a “sailor’s town.”
When Paul arrived there the city was notorious
for decadence and immorality. Yet, little by
little, person by person, his inviting and powerful
words transformed Corinth into a place where
virtue and community flourished.

Take a few moments to slowly consider his words

Love 1s patient, love is kind. Love s not jealous, 1t is
not pompous, 1t is not inflated.

Love 15 not rude, 1t does not seek its own interests, it is
not quick-tempered, 1t does not brood over injury.

Love does not rejoice over wrongdoing but rejoices with
the truth.

Love never fails.

At virtually EVERY wedding I celebrate I get to
listen to these words ... and they never get old!

But this “ode to love” isn’t just meant for
weddings. After all, Paul didn’t first proclaim

them at a wedding. The reading i1s meant for
each of us in any season of life.

On Monday night at 6:30 we will have A Night
Of Duwine Mercy. Priests from all over the area
will be here to extend God’s forgiveness through
the Sacrament of Reconciliation.

I've included in this bulletin an examination of
conscience based on the words of Saint Paul.
I invite you to examine your soul in light of
Paul’s description of love ... and then join us
on Monday night to be reconciled with the One
Who is Love.
