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Counterintuitive as it seems, Christian martyrs
are an essential part of the Christmas celebration.

On the very first day after Christmas we celebrate
the Feast of Stephen, the first Martyr. On
December 28™ we honor The Holy Innocents
— those babies who were sacrificed for the sake
of the little Lord Jesus. And on December 29™
we remember Saint Thomas Becket, the British

bishop who was murdered in his own cathedral
in 1170.

I take consolation from a// the martyrs who faced
death in the midst of situations that offered
little hope. Saint Charles Lwanga was executed
for refusing the sexual advances of the king of
Uganda; Saint Maximillian Kolbe was killed
when it seemed as if German Fascism was going
to triumph over Christianity.

These witnesses model for us how to stay faithful
when life seems to be getting worse.

Such was the case for two people we encounter
in our readings this weekend: Isaiah the Prophet
and John the Baptist. Together they teach us
how to wait with faith and courage even when
the winds of history are thrashing our lives and
threatening to collapse everything around us.

Isaiah was living during a terrible time. The
Assyrian empire was systematically destroying the
country and Israel itself’ was rife with corruption.
This led to God’s people being taken into exile
in Assyria. The prophet responded with these

words: 7 hose whom the Lord has ransomed will return
and enter Lion singing ... sorrow and mourning will flee.

The Baptist’s personal circumstances weren’t
any better, imprisoned as he was for upholding
the dignity of marriage. But as he suffered in the
darkness of Herod’s dungeon he reached out to
Jesus for consolation.

Our own personal situations (not to mention
social and geopolitical events) may seem to
indicate inevitable disaster. But take heart for

Christ has overcome the world (see John 16:33).
This 1s the message of our readings.

Friends, our problems are temporary but Jesus
has an eternal answer. So let us rejoice knowing
that we will one day stand in God’s presence
forever.

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One-hundred-seventy-five years ago a French priest
from Haycock Pennsylvania saw a need and had a
desire to start a Mission in the new growing area of
Doylestown. Every two weeks he came down to say
Mass, and perform Baptisms and Marriages, until it
became apparent that it was time for a permanent
church. With the Blessing of Bishop Neumann, land
was bought and a church built. Named Our Lady of
Mount Carmel, it was affectionately known in the
papers as St. Mary’s. There was a meeting room
in the basement of the church for gatherings and a
cemetery was begun.

Twenty-five years later a school was raised called
St. Bernard’s. In the last 175 years Our Lady of
Mount Carmel has done just what it should do and
that is grow. Fourteen pastors, two church buildings,
two schools, three expansions to the cemetery, the
building of a new rectory and priests’ residence,
acquiring Simon Stock house, a Prayer Garden,
and a new parking lot to accommodate the growing
congregation, is a lot of growth. Nine parishes were
“born” from Our Lady of Mount Carmel also.

What will the next 25 years bring as we grow towards
our Bicentennial Celebration in 20507 Only the Lord
knows.
