On Monday at 5:30 we will, again, celebrate
our annual “Christmas Reveal.”  Our
stupendous choir and our new Children’s
Choir will lead us in song as we make our
final preparations to welcome the birth of

Jesus Christ!

Our Youth Group — under the masterful
direction of Dawn Solly —will be serving hot
chocolate to warm us. Lest I forget, we will
be joined by two very special visitors: Santa

Claus and the World’s Biggest Elf.

Like the lighting of the Doylestown Christmas
Tree on the day after Thanksgiving, this gives
us the opportunity to slow down and take in
the beauty created in our church by the Art
& Environment Committee. They ALWAYS

do a spectacular job but this year they will
outdo themselves.

We call the event the “Christmas Reveal”
because you’ll get to see the church’s artistic
transformation from the simplicity of Advent
to the grandeur of Christmas.

But there’s still another reason.

In our Gospel this weekend, we find Joseph
in the midst of uncertainty. It is then that an
angel appears to him and reveals God’s plan
for him to take Mary into his home and to
name the child Jesus.

“O Holy Apostle, you are the Rock upon which Almighty
God has built His Church.” Those words refer to St. Peter,
also known as Simon Peter, who was the first Apostle
to perform miracles in Jesus’s name. He was also
unquestionably considered the head of the Apostles.

Peter travelled to spread the Gospel and is considered the
first leader of the early church. Peter was crucified upside
down, declaring himself unworthy to die in the same
manner as the Lord. He is believed to be buried in Rome,
under the high altar of St. Peter’s Basilica in Vatican City.
His Feast day is September 29 and St. Peter is the Patron
Saint of fisherman, shipbuilders and the papacy.

The Wall of St. Peter is located in the center of the
Columbarium and like St. Patrick and St. Francis it faces
in two different directions.
