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For twenty-six years, Divine Mercy Sunday has 
been celebrated on the Sunday after Easter. The 
feast was established by Saint Pope John Paul II 
to help us to reflect on God’s boundless mercy 
and forgiveness. 

In a sense, Divine Mercy completes Easter. Whereas 
Easter proclaims that Christ is, indeed, risen ... 
Divine Mercy Sunday reveals why He rose: to 
show us that no sin is beyond His mercy.  The 
day invites us to trust in Christ’s compassion and 
seek forgiveness ourselves.  

But it’s also an invitation for us to extend that 
mercy to others!

At 1 P.M., we will have a private showing of  the 
movie “Triumph of  the Heart.”  The film tells 
the true story of  a Polish Franciscan priest – Saint 
Maximilian Kolbe – who gave up his life in place 
of  a prisoner sentenced to die in Auschwitz.  

The title of  the movie is meant to mock Nazism.  
Hitler produced a movie entitled “Triumph of  
the Will” to glorify his twisted (and merciless) will 
to seize power.  Kolbe’s heroic sacrifice reveals 
how true love conquers supposed power.  

This two-hour presentation in Saint Mary’s Hall 
is intense so viewer discretion is advised.  

More importantly, we’re celebrating 
Divine Mercy Sunday with an invitation 
to young people to join us on a mission 
trip this summer. Last year, Father Flanagan 
introduced our parish to the Catholic Heart 

Work Camp.  Father had participated in the 
program at a previous assignment and loved how 
it combined faith, service and community.

The young people practice both the spiritual 
and corporal works of  mercy.  They attend daily 
Mass, pray together and engage in faith talks.  
They also help the poor, paint homes, do minor 
repairs and help with yard work while building 
friendships and community with other teenagers.  

It really is Divine Mercy in action!
