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But Mass is sooooo boring!

Whenever I hear that – usually within my 
own family – I start to go through the stages 
of  grief.  At first, there’s denial (how can this 
happen in my own family?); then comes the anger 
(how many times have I gone over this with you?); 
this is followed by denial (they’re probably just 
kidding me); then I get a bit depressed (because 
I feel as if  I’ve failed); finally, I admit that I 
just have to accept it.

The blueprint for the Mass (which is anything 
but boring) is found in this weekend’s Gospel: 
The Disciples on the Road to Emmaus.

The Gospel passage begins with a community 
in procession.  It’s a small community but a 
community nonetheless.  As they’re walking 
Christ is present with them, though they 
don’t recognize Him.  They’re struggling 
with their faith as they begin to go through 
the Scriptures.  Jesus then gives a homily, 
explaining the Scriptures to them.

There’s a creed the two disciples profess, 
proclaiming this Jesus as a prophet who was 
handed over to be crucified but how some 
people had claimed He was risen.

At one point they actually express their 
petition: they beg Him to stay with them.  
And, indeed, He does.

In fact, He sits with them and takes bread 

and blesses it.  He then breaks it and gives it 
to them.
Does any of  this sound familiar?  It’s the Mass 
right there in the Bible.  There’s a community.  
There’s a procession.  There’s God’s Word 
and an explanation of  it.  There’s a creed 
and petitions.  There’s the celebration of  the 
Eucharist.  It’s all right there.

But then it gets really interesting as the disciples 
begin to reflect on what just happened.  Their 
hearts, they admit, burned within them when 
they began to understand the Word.  But 
they came to know Him in the “breaking of  
the bread.”  That is, they literally became one 
with Him in the Eucharist.

Friends, the Mass is never boring.  It’s the 
most awesome event ever!
