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“Priests,” best-selling author Father Andrew
Greeley once said, “are fascinating.”

While there’s nothing fascinating about me, we
do have a parishioner who 1s about to become a
}S)riest — Charlie Cappelli. He’ll be ordained on

aturday May 16th and we hope you can join
with us on Sunday May 17th as he celebrates his
very first Mass at OLMOC at 2:30 PM.

Opver these next four weeks, I'll use this space to
explain what has brought Charlie to this moment

. from believing that God called him to the
priesthood, onto his ordination, and what he is
actually being called to do and to be!

A 2015 graduate of Temple University, Charlie
worked as a missionary for four years and
entered Saint Charles Seminary in 2019. For
many Catholics, this is where 1t gets mysterious.
I mean, what happens in the seminary?

All seminarians begin by learning philosophy.
Philosophy is meant to train you in critical
thinking, Philosophy doesn’t teach you what to
think but, instead, /ow to think.

ypical philosophy classes include logic (how to
thmk ratlonallyli epistemology (how we come
to actually know thlngs) anthropology (what a
human person is and i1sn’t), and metaphysics (the
study ofp what’s real). Such classes help future
priests to think critically in order to engage
with the culture and prepares them for their
theological studies to come.

While studying theology, Charlie has taken classes
in Sacred Scripture (meticulously covering every
book of the Bible), Christology (to thoroughly
examine Who Jesus 1s and Who He’s not),

Morality (ethics rooted in reason and the Bible),
and Ecclesiology (to thoroughly examine what the
Church is and what she isn’t).

Additionally, Charlie has studied Spanish
(because the Gospel is meant for everyone), Latin
(the Church’s universal language), and Greek
(the original language of the Gospels).

But seminarians are preparing to become future
shepherds, not just teachers. Consequently,
there’s spiritual formation that needs to take place
(and this is far more important and rigorous than
their intellectual formation).

Next week, I'll write about Charlie’s spiritual
formation over these past seven years.
