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This is the second of  four columns which, hopefully, 
gives insight on the formation of  seminarians.  This 
is in anticipation of  the upcoming ordination of  our 
parishioner, Charlie Cappelli.  

Last week, I provided a sample of  the 
intellectual formation that Charlie has received 
while in the seminary.  I also mentioned how 
the spiritual formation is even more rigorous, 
as the seminarian is invited to wrestle with 
what God may be calling him to do.

Charlie did a “spirituality year” upon entering 
Saint Charles.  It was an entire year focused on 
the spiritual life (with prayer, retreats, liturgy, 
and restrictions on smart phones, computers, 
and television).  The year is designed to help 
seminarians transition into priestly formation 
by focusing on the interior life rather than 
academic study.

Additionally, Charlie has been guided by a 
spiritual director.  Every seminarian meets 
regularly with his director.  This director is 
not a therapist or academic mentor.  Instead, 
he is a seasoned priest whose primary task is 
to help the seminarian identify how the Holy 
Spirit is working in his daily life (through his 
studies and throughout his personal history).  

A spiritual director teaches the seminarian 
how to pray and meditate on God’s Word.  
The director provides the seminarian with a 
safe and confidential space to honestly discuss 
his interior life – its joys and struggles. 

I cannot overestimate the importance of  
the role of  a spiritual director in the life 
of  a seminarian.  He helps in vocational 
discernment through probing and radical 
soul-searching.  But the spiritual formation 
Charlie has undergone wasn’t limited to this.

The daily schedule is intense.  In addition to 
their classes, seminarians are in the chapel 
by 7 for Morning Prayer and 7:30 for Mass.  
They are in the chapel again for Evening 
Prayer at 5 and Night Prayer at 9.  There 
are holy hours within the presence of  the 
Blessed Sacrament, communal rosary, and 
regular spiritual conferences on topics such 
as celibacy, chastity, virtue, and stress.

Given all of  this and especially the excellent 
formation he received in his family, Charlie 
has been built to be a good shepherd!
