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Next Saturday, at the Cathedral Basilica of  
Saints Peter & Paul in Philadelphia, OLMC 
parishioner Charlie Cappelli will be ordained 
a Catholic priest by Archbishop Perez.  

Archbishop Perez, himself, was ordained 
a priest in 1989 by Cardinal Bevilacqua.  
Cardinal Bevilacqua was ordained in 
Brooklyn in 1949 by Bishop Molloy.  Bishop 
Molloy was ordained a priest in Rome in 
1908 by Cardinal Respijhi.  This Cardinal 
was ordained in Rome in 1866 by Cardinal 
Lucido Parocchi.  Cardinal Parocchi was 
ordained by Cardinal Patrizi Naro in Italy 
in 1856 …

This line of  succession traces all the way 
back to The Last Supper.

At that sacred meal, Jesus Christ instituted 
the priesthood.  Our Lord took simple bread 
and simple wine and said to these simple 
men: This is My Body … this is My Blood … 
Do this in memory of  Me!  (see Luke 22:19-20)

Ten days later Jesus did something 
extraordinary again.  Gathered with that 
same group of  men He said: As the Father has 
sent Me so I send you.  He then shared His very 
own Spirit with them by breathing on them 
and commanded them to forgive sins in His Name. 
(see John 20:19-23)

A priest is – more than anything else – another 

Christ … an alter Christus.  We priests have 
received a share of  Christ’s Spirit so that we 
can celebrate the Eucharist and forgive sins 
in His Name.  

I’m not better than anyone … but I do have 
His Spirit within me (which I received at my 
own ordination).  This is why, at Mass, I don’t 
say, This is Jesus’ Body or This is Jesus’ Blood.  
Instead, I say the words Christ Himself  
spoke –This is MY body and This is MY blood.  
It’s why, in confession, I say I forgive you and 
not Jesus forgives you.

Pray for Charlie.  Next Saturday, when 
he receives Christ’s Spirit, his soul will be 
changed forever.  Friends, that’s about as 
heavy as it gets.  He needs our prayers.  We’re 
having a Holy Hour for him on Friday at 5 
P.M.  Join us
