On this great feast of Pentecost, when the
Holy Splrlt descends and the apostles are
suddenly able to speak in ways that everyone
can understand, I can’t help but think of the
modern miracle we all encounter: the QR
code.

Using a QR code is simple but, at the same
time, very mysterious. You point the camera
on your smart phone at a strange square
filled with black-and-white chaos, and — voila
— you’re directed somewhere meaningful:
a website, a bank account, a video of cats
playing the piano. On menus at restaurants
people use it with such seriousness and
reverence that you’d think ‘QR’ stands for
“Quasi-Religious.’

Justlook at that code on the right. It’s basically

a tiny, introverted maze that only your phone
understands —like a secret handshake between
your camera and the internet. Itlooks like an
unintelligible pattern ... but it carries precise
information.

Pentecost works much the same way. The
Holy Spirit descends in what appears to be
chaos — wind, ﬁre noise — but within that
divine pattern 1S perfect clarity: the power
of Christ and His message, understandable
to every heart.

The Holy Spirit connects us ... not to a
website ... but to God, Himself!

The Spirit r_nakes us aware of God not as
something distant, but as Someone near and
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personal. This Spirit empowers us to relate
to God not as strangers, but as His very own
children. With Christ’s Spirit within us, we
become more patient, more courageous, and
more forgiving.

In short, when the Holy Spirit connects us to
God, we don’t just learn something new — we
become someone new, living with God’s own
life within us.

Here’s a prayer that I pray whenever I need
to connect with God and desire to have His
life within me:

Come, Holy Spurit, fill my heart with Your presence.

Oben my mund to Your truth, strengthen my will to
Jollow God’s path, and set my lfe on fire with love
through Jesus Christ. Guide me, renew me, and help
me to lwe each day as God’s_faithful servant.
