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My Grandmom never said goodbye, instead
she said “God Bless” when leaving. Her
reason was that as people of faith, there is
never really a goodbye. /{)s the Body of Christ,
with God’s blessing, we remain connected.
As I prepare for the next phase of ministry,
I think I understand the wisdom behind her
practice.

The first words Fr. Guckin said to me right
after Archbishop Perez assigned me to
OLMC was “be a father to our people.” I
tried to make those words the foundation of
my ministry here. The success and impact of
that work I pray 1s fruitful.

I can say with certainty that OLMC has
shaped the priest (and father) that I am. From
Sunday Mass to donut days, morning car
loop to retreat days, cross country fields to the
school gym, ministry meetings to anointing
the sick, life’s joyful times to the deep sorrows
of life, and everywhere in between I have
learned to be a father.

Thank you for your patience as a parish as
a young priest learned to find his way in
ministry. Thank you for your support and
encouragement. They say that a priest’s first
assignment shapes not only his vision of the
Erlesthood but also the type of priest he will
e. Thanks to all the members of Mount
Carmel, I have been shaped into a priest
ready to serve those entrusted to my care. For
this I am eternally grateful.

over these past three years. I also owe a debt
of gratitude to all members of this great
parish who are too many to name. Those I've
worked closely with and those I simply said a
passing “hi” to, you have taught me how to
truly be a shepherd of souls. I am forever in
your debt.

As ministry moves me into High School I
promise to not only remember the great
memories but to pray for you daily. May
God continue to bless and empower this
transformational and generous parish. I
won’t say goodbye; but in the words of my
Grandmom, united in faith, I will say...
