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As we approach America’s 250th birthday,
I'll be writing about Catholic Americans who
have contributed greatly to both the Church
and our country. Like most of us, they are
not widely known but their impact has been
mighty.

Consider Father Augustus Tolton.

Father Tolton stands as one of the most
inspiring  figures in American Catholic
history. Born into slavery in Missouri in 1854,
he experienced the cruelty and injustice of
racism from the very beginning of his life.
During the Civil War, his family escaped
slavery and sought freedom in Illinois.

Even after emancipation, prejudice continued
to shape his life. Many schools and seminaries
in the United States refused to accept him
because he was black. Yet Tolton refused to
surrender to bitterness or despair. Instead, he
relied upon his deep Catholic faith and his
remarkable intellect.

Tolton proved himself to be a gifted
intellectual with a passion for learning
and a strong desire to serve God. Since no
American seminary would admit him, he
studied in Rome at a Pontifical Umver51ty He
excelled academically and spiritually, and his
intelligence, humility, and holiness impressed
his professors and fellow seminarians.
Eventually he became the first African
American priest in the country.

Father Tolton devoted himself to preaching

the Gospel and building unity among
Catholics of every race. Serving mainly in
Mlinois, he became known for his compassion,
eloquence and tireless ministry. At a time
when racism deeply divided American society,

Tolton showed that the Church should be a
place of dignity and hope for all people.

Father Augustus Tolton’s witness helped both
America and Catholic Americans to heal
and grow. His faith challenged prejudice,
strengthened the Church, and reminded the
nation that holiness and greatness are found
in every race and background.

In 2010, the Archdiocese of Chicago officially
opened his cause for canonization. Pope
Francis, recogmzmg that Tolton lived a hfe
of her01c virtue, declared him “Venerable” 1

9019. Now the Church waits for a Verlﬁed
miracle through his intercession.
