When you arrive at the school you will quickly realize that not everyone supports your Catholic faith. In fact, you’ll find
people who will openly oppose it and try to undermine it. That was the situation I found myself in many years ago.

I now know that your Catholic faith will help you to become successful both in college and throughout life. Please
consider just a few points before you leave.

Catholicism instills order. God created order out of chaos. If you respect order and live in an orderly way, you will
bring tremendous value to those you love. Catholicism leads to curiosity. Being curious means being interested in who
others are and what interests them. Curiosity means that you're observant of others. Be interested in others and ask
them about their joys and enthusiasms.

Catholicism promotes good manners. When someone says ‘thank you’ respond by looking them in the eye and say,
‘you’re welcome’ ... not ‘no problem’ or ‘yep.” You’ll differentiate yourself from your peers and be on your way to
success. Catholicism encourages self-control. Jesus personified this. Regret, on the other hand, is something that
plagues a lot of people for life. If only they were able to control their desires and emotions.

Catholicism fosters thankfulness. The ugliest of all dispositions is ingratitude which leads to a sense of entitlement.
That’s why we celebrate the Eucharist which means ‘to give thanks.” Employers will never promote an ungrateful
employee. Catholicism builds authentic friendships. Forgive others. Ask for forgiveness. Worship Christ with others
at Mass. Give of yourself to others. These are the qualities that engender the kind of community we all desire.

Catholicism develops resilience. Challenges await you: struggling in academics, poor health, financial problems,
marital difficulties, etc. Pick up your cross and carry it, says Jesus Christ. Resilience is rare because Christianity is often
rejected. Gatholicism boosts your joy. Knowing that you're loved by God produces a joy that is infectious ... so much
so that you’ll attract really good people to surround you. And that will lead directly to your success. Catholicism makes
you humble. Humility helps us to recognize that we’re not God. Unlike God, we have weaknesses and limitations ...
which is where God wants to help us.

And whenever you fall short of any of these, there’s always the Sacrament of Reconciliation to help you start over!
