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This is the final essay on The Nicene Creed.  2025 
marks the seventeen hundredth anniversary of  the Creed.

This Gospel business is high stakes.  A quick 
read of  the sixth chapter of  John’s gospel makes 
it clear:

Unless you eat the flesh of  the Son of  Man and drink his 
blood, you do not have life within you.  Whoever 
eats my flesh and drinks my blood has eternal life, 
and I will raise him on the last day.

With these words of  Christ, we plainly see that 
our salvation is dependent upon the Eucharist.  
And the Eucharist comes through the Church.  
The Church, therefore, is necessary for 
salvation.  Which begs the question: How do 
we know what the Church is and where the 
Church is found?

I believe in one, holy, catholic and apostolic Church.  

The final part of  the Nicene Creed answers this 
by giving us four indispensable adjectives: ONE, 
HOLY, CATHOLIC and APOSTOLIC.

Another way to put it is this: There’s a unity 
of  belief  by believers; we are sanctified by the 
truth and repentance; everyone has a right to 
hear Christ’s teachings; and the Church traces 
her lineage directly to the Apostles. 

I confess one Baptism for the forgiveness of  sins …

This reminds us that baptism isn’t merely a 

symbol but an act whereby the believer dies to 
their old self  … plagued by sin … and rises to 
new life in Christ.

And I look forward to the resurrection of  the dead and 
the life of  the world to come.  Amen. 

A human person is a body and a soul.  This 
is what God intended the human person to 
be.  Death, which was not God’s plan, is best 
defined as the separation of  the body from the 
soul.  Since God’s plans cannot be thwarted, it 
stands to reason that God intends for the soul 
to ultimately be reunited with a transformed 
body.

This teaching is affirmed by the Bible and by 
countless saints.  And I greatly look forward to 
enjoying the endless life to come!
