This is the fourth in a series of  six essays on The 
Nicene Creed.  2025 marks the seventeen hundredth 
anniversary of  the Creed.

Did you ever wonder about just how quickly, 
when proclaiming our Creed, we seem to 
race through the life of  Jesus Christ?  We 
utter nothing about the Magi, nothing 
about the Beatitudes, nothing about the 
Transfiguration, nothing about the Eucharist.  

We just go right from His birth to His death: 
For our sake He was crucified under Pontius Pilate, 
He suffered death and was buried.

The reason Christ was born was to die for 
our salvation.  It was difficult for the ancient 
world to imagine God being subjected to 
such a humiliating death.  But that’s the 
point.  God loves us to such an extent that He 
willingly gave His life for us.

Yet this loving act of  Jesus became significant 
because of  what we profess next: And rose again 
on the third day.

Without the resurrection of  Jesus, there is 
no point to debate His divinity.  Moreover, 
the resurrection of  Christ makes possible our 
own resurrection – the source of  all our hope.

All of  this was foretold in the Bible.  That’s 
why we then state in accordance with the Scriptures.  
The resurrection was not a chance event.  It 
was a divine plan.

He ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand 
of  the Father.  This statement simply reinforces 
the divine nature of  Jesus (as does where He 
sits).  But that is not the last the world will 
see of  Him: He will come again in glory to judge 
the living and the dead (for the terms and conditions 
please read Matthew 25).  

Jesus’ love for us is so strong that He permits 
us to make our own choices … even if  we 
choose to reject God.  But if  we choose God, 
then what awaits is next!

And His kingdom will have no end.  To choose 
God is to choose an eternal relationship in 
an everlasting kingdom, one that will outlast 
even time itself.
