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Thus 1s the second in a series of six essaps on The
Nucene Creed. 2025 marks the seventeen hundredth
annwersary of the Creed.

The Nicene Creed, which we proclaim at
every Sunday Mass, originated at the Council
of Nicaea in 325 A.D. and reached its final
form at the Council of Constantinople in 381
A.D.

The first words of the Creed are these: /
believe. It’s similar to the Pledge of Allegiance
in that we begin by saying, [ pledge allegiance
. It takes more courage than we realize to
begin a statement with words like “I”” rather
than “We” because it’s easy to hide behind a
group. As Americans, we take personal pride
in our country and the flag it represents.
Similarly, the Creed enables us to make a
personal confession of faith highlighting the
personal relationship we have with God.

In the first paragraph of our Creed (which
consists only of nineteen words), we profess
our belief that there is only one God. I need
to be reminded of this often as we live in a
world where so many people worship so
many different gods ... false gods that always
disappoint us, never help us and cannot
possibly save us!

Moreover, in this first paragraph, we proclaim

this God to be a Father. Jesus called God His

“Father” over 165 times. Like every good

father, our God provides for us and protects
us and sustains us. And this proclamation
invites us to relate to Him as a child relates to
a good dad.

We also proclaim God to be almighty. He has
infinite power and absolute authority. How
almighty is our God? From nothing He made
everything. He made heaven (yes, there is a
heaven) and He made this beautiful earth.
He made everything we can see (like people
and plants and mountains) and everything we
can’t see (like angels and souls).

In just nineteen words we begin to proclaim
with courage and clarity a good reason to
trust in our good God.
