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When I look back on my childhood,
everything seemed to be centered around
food. Whether it was Sunday afternoons,
holiday celebrations, weddings or funerals,
food enriched every aspect of our lives. My
parents hosted new neighbors, held baby and
wedding showers and cooked at neighborhood
barbeques.

Picturing my dining room table in our little row
house in Northeast Philly apart from family
and friends 1s impossible. Though barely able
to seat six comfortably, it often welcomed a
dozen or more people, with every square inch
covered in roast beef, mashed potatoes and
green beans.

There’s a tremendous connection between

breaking bread and building bonds!

The early Church understood the significance
of breaking bread and building bonds as early
disciples met regularly for community and
prayer while sharing in the Eucharistic Feast.

Even after His death, Jesus prepared breakfast
for the disciples. Amidst the air of the Sea of
Galilee and a crackling fire, He broke bread
and once again built a bond of love (see Jo/n

21).

With all this in mind, I invite you to join with
us next Sunday (September 14) for our parish
picnic. It’s another way to help celebrate the
175th Anniversary of Our Lady of Mount
Carmel Church.
