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Pope Leo XIV’s election has put him under 
a microscope, with people everywhere 
wondering where he belongs on the right/
left political spectrum.  To try and understand 
him in this context is to misunderstand 
Catholicism, itself.

Understanding the Holy Father as a “son” 
of  Saint Augustine is far more helpful.  And 
understanding Augustine’s great text – The 
City of  God – gives us insight into the mind and 
heart of  Leo XIV.

The City of  God is Augustine’s critique of  
political structures.  The Roman Empire was 
collapsing and Christianity was being blamed 
for it.  Augustine rightly diagnosed the cause 
of  the collapse as owing to false worship.  To 
determine what a society worships, he argued, 
means to discover what it most values and seeks 
to imitate.  Rome had become a compromised 
political system because it indulged in the 
worship of  false gods.  

As a solution, Augustine proposed worshiping 
the one, true God … the One Who brought 
order out of  chaos. 

To help all Christians to do that, Saint 
Augustine developed a “Rule” to live by.  This 
Rule helps Augustinian friars (and us) to live 
in the City of  God.  Let’s look at the last four 
“chapters.”

Chapter 5 – For charity, as it is written, is not self-
seeking; it places the common good before its own, not 

its own before the common good.  It’s a challenge to 
take what we have and use it to serve others … 
trusting that God will provide.

Chapter 6 – You should either avoid quarrels 
altogether or else put an end to them as quickly as 
possible.  Don’t let problems fester and turn into 
grudges … deal with them immediately.

Chapter 7 – The superior mustn’t think himself  
fortunate in his exercise of  authority, but in his role as 
one serving others in love.  Servant-leadership is 
authentic leadership.

Chapter 8 – When one has failed, let him be sorry 
for the past, on guard for the future; may he pray for 
forgiveness and not be led into temptation.  Make 
peace with our past, remain in the present, 
and be hopeful for the future!
