Uniform
We would like to highlight the uniform policy. There may be aspects in it that are new to parents and children. There is a one-page guide on the last page. If there are any queries, please feel free to discuss them with a member of staff. We know that just after Christmas is not the time to be rushing out to update uniform. Therefore, we propose that this term up to Easter will be a transition phase and as children grow out of their current clothing, the guidance is followed. There is a wide array of pre-loved uniform availble for parents to peruse in school or if there are financial challenges, please let us know and we will do our best to help.
We wanted to share the thinking behind some of the decisions we have made and are always happy to answer questions regarding the policy. For example, although leggings are very comfortable, they can also become quite transparent very quickly or not sit securely around the waist. Therefore they can be worn under skirts as an alternative to tights if preferred but not on their own. Boots are ideal for the cold weather but children find them very difficult to sit on the carpet or in the hall and can make children feel too hot in the classrooms (they are quite warm with so many people in one space)! I suggest that children who wear boots have a simple pair of indoor shoes that they can wear around school. 
Finally, please ensure your child has their winter PE kit (an extra layer is welcome and robust trainers) in school everyday. Occasionally the PE lesson may have to change days but they are also handy if they need an emergency change!
