Christ Church Bell. An information meeting about the Christ Church bell was held in All
Saints Hall (ASH) on 04/19/26. Slides were presented and have been revised based on comments
and questions from the meeting. You can access the revised slides here. Members who were
able to attend the 04/19/26 meeting approved of the committee's request to solicit support from
the congregation to fund this project. Members also approved of the committee's
recommendation to place the church bell at the entrance to Christ Church as this location is well
lit with a mounted camera for added security. The committee is recommending the 20” bronze
bell (you can hear it here), with a ‘railroad style’ mount, affixed to a pressure treated or metal
post, attached to a concrete pad. The estimate for this project is $12,000.00.

Many thanks to Jill Schaefer who has graciously donated the entire cost of the bell. If you
have already donated or would like to donate to the bell project, your donation will be used for
the installation of the bell and the beautification of the area around the bell. If you have any
questions regarding this acquisition, please reach out to a committee member: Allen Bareford,
Bruce Adkins, Hannah or Jeff Massey.
