It’s Time to Check Tire Pressure  

When outside temperatures fluctuate, your tire 

pressure can change too. In fact, a 10-degree 

Fahrenheit drop (about 6 degrees Celsius) can 

cause your tire pressure to decrease by 1 or 2 

pounds.

Driving on under-inflated tires can lead to 

faster wear and can  negatively impact your 

car's handling.
