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Birding at Peace Valley Park

Peace Valley Park, located in Bucks County in southeastern Pennsylvania, encompasses
more than 1,500 acres of diverse natural habitat. At its center are Lake Galena, a 365-acre
man-made lake, and the 750-acre Peace Valley Nature Center property. The park has been
designated an Important Bird Area (IBA) by the Pennsylvania Audubon Society due to its
exceptional value for bird habitat and observation.

The nature area features a bird blind and more than 14 miles of trails, offering bird-
watching opportunities at feeding stations, along the lake and ponds, and throughout
surrounding meadows and woodlands. The 6.1-mile paved Hike and Bike Trail that circles
Lake Galena provides additional access to these habitats.

This wide variety of environments has resulted in 297 confirmed bird species, plus one
species identified only to genus within the park. Of these, 64 species are considered acci-
dental and are listed separately. Monthly status is provided for regularly occurring species
to help birders understand what may be expected in appropriate habitats throughout the
year.

Bird records for the park extend back more than five decades. The relative abundance
noted in the list reflects changes observed in recent years, although annual variation oc-
curs due to factors such as migration patterns and periodic irruptions of certain species.
Species order and nomenclature follow the Clements Checklist (2025 edition).
