DAY 3 Albuquerque City Tour and Evening “Balloon Glow”

Today, enjoy a city tour and explore the history of Albugquergque.

There is free time today to explore Old Town. Get ready for a real treat
this evening at the Balloon Glow event. Just before dusk, the burners
of nearly 500 balloons are ignited and the evening sky fills with a
kaleidoscope of brilliant, luminous color. Meal: B

DAY 4 Santa Fe Touring

A local Guide joins you for a walking tour of historic Santa Fe. Visit the
Loretto Chapel, whose staircase is a marvel of architectural ingenuity.
