Begins Your trip to Costa Rica opens in the colorful capital city of
San Jose, the perfect place to relax and soak up the sights as your
adventure begins. As guests' arrival times will vary, we have not
included any sightseeing or meals today.

Day 2: Friday, March 6, 2026 San Jose - Coffee Plantation -
Tarcoles This morning, wake up and smell the coffee at a local
farm that produces some of Costa Rica’s well-known beans. Take
a tour with a local plantation worker, highlighting the history and
cultivation of this driver of the Costa Rican economy. In the
afternoon, head to Tarcoles and settle into your resort for the next
three nights. As the day draws to a close, watch the sun set over
the Pacific alongside birds in every color of the rainbow. (B, D)

Day 3: Saturday, March 7, 2026 Tarcoles - Manuel Antonio
National Park - Tarcoles Welcome to Manuel Antonio National
Park, home to verdant rainforests and white sand beaches. Set
out on a guided walk to spot sloths, monkeys, and exotic birds,
then enjoy time to explore the trails or swim in turquoise waters.
Return to your resort and enjoy the remainder of the day at
leisure. (B)

Day 4: Sunday, March 8, 2026 Tarcoles See wild crocodiles
among the mangroves of Tarcoles’ Rio Grande. On this
exhilarating jungle crocodile safari, you'll boat beneath the
towering jungle, looking along the riverbanks for a glimpse of
these incredible creatures.

The overall activity level of this tour is a level 3. This means you're an on-
the-go traveler. You don't want to miss a thing, so walking and standing for
longer periods of time (2-3 hours) isn't a big deal. A moderately paced two-
and-a-half-hour walking tour, covering several miles, hills, and uneven
surfaces, is no problem for you. Walking four miles over the course of a day
is very doable, as is climbing into and out of various modes of
transportation (tuk-tuk, cable car, zodiac, etc.). You can climb three flights
of stairs easily and handle altitudes between 6,000 and 9,000 feet. Expect
some longer days with early mornings or late nights balanced with free
time to recharge or set out on your own adventure. This level is not a fit for
travelers who require mobility assistance devices.

Only four places in the world boast an ecosystem so unique that it produces a cloud forest, and Costa Rica is one of them.
Situated high on a mountain, the Monteverde Cloud Forest is created by the forest's dry air combining with the humid, hot air
of the rainforest. The result is a blanket of clouds that covers the forest, mimicking constant rainfall. This extremely wet
environment has bred a diverse world of exotic flora and fauna. One of the cloud forest's most famous residents is the
endangered, resplendent quetzal. This colorful bird sports a golden beak and a green-hooded head, tail feathers of gray, black,
and white, and a vibrant scarlet breast. Highly elusive, quetzal sightings are rare, but absolutely unforgettable when attained.

Depart Tortuguero National Park today to return to San Jose where the rest of your adventure awaits you! Today breakfast and lunch
will be included.

Please make
arrangements with the concierge'’s desk at the hotel in San Jose for luggage pick up and for storage until your return from Tortuguero.
