2. Brook Street

Project summary: Brook Street is used regularly for markets and public events, but narrow footways and traffic currently restrict pedestrian movement. The proposal includes widening the eastern footway, improving the memorial area, resurfacing the road and car park to better support events, adding crossing points, increasing planting, and potentially reducing traffic to create a more flexible and welcoming public space.

Project summary: The Green is intended to become less vehicle-dominated and more inviting for pedestrians. The proposal explores replacing the oversized roundabout with a T-junction, reducing Brook Street to one-way traffic, widening footways, reintroducing planting and greenery, creating space for outdoor seating and spill-out uses, and adding interpretation to celebrate the historic town green.
