Updated Quote provided for $22,777.02 vs $39,071.22 from Martz Technologies, which comes as a cost reduction due to NBMA also upgrading system to VTscada.  If NBMA and HTMA cost share services, installation is cheaper and reduces monthly cost to maintain each pump station to $82 (current MaidLabs systems cost $92/pps/mo). Grant announcement in Sep 2025.
