Moyer moved, Ibaugh seconded, motion carried unanimously to approve payment plan to avoid lien proceedings for delinquent customer if they pay 1/3 of outstanding bill and make double user fee monthly payments thereafter until paid in full.

Engineer – HRG engaged with PennDOT on MPMS 122522, providing markups of proposed facilities for the Buffalo 
Crossing Development and clarification on existing facilities. HRG will continue to monitor responses from PennDOT regarding the project. Revised Sanitary Sewer LD plans were received September 8th for the Buffalo Crossing Warehouse, HRG will review the calculations and plans accordingly.
Buffalo Crossing Project –  Drawings and Calculation Report provided by S. Munz * 146 EDU total PS capacity of which 55 EDUs will be used by Buffalo Crossing Commons.
Operations/Maintenance/PA 811 Status:
