At the bottom,
through a gate, there is a quiet grassy area where you
will find the hand-crafted Wooden Sculpture.

Come out of Bartholomew Close and back onto the
Witney Road and continue round the bend down to the : :
centre of village. Opposite the village pond you will see R
the Kinetic Oak Leaf Sculpture. SENSORY GARDEN
Go passed the church, cemetery and allotments on your
right and through the metal gate. Make your way down
the track, going over the stone bridge, until you getto a
junction.
