Privacy Policy

Privacy Policy for Annette Warren for City Council District 6
Effective Date: October 1st, 2025
This Privacy Policy explains what information Annette Warren for City Council (the "Campaign," "we," "us," or "our") collects from you, how we use that information, and what choices you have regarding your data. This policy applies to our website at www.annette4capecoral.com and any other services that link to this policy.
1. Information We Collect
We collect information directly from you when you provide it to us, and automatically when you use our Website.
A. Information You Voluntarily Provide
You may provide us with the following categories of Personal Information:
· Contact Information: Name, email address, mailing address, and phone number when you sign up for updates, volunteer, or contact us.
· Donation Information: When you make a donation, we collect your name, address, occupation, employer, and the amount of your donation. This information is required by campaign finance laws. We use third-party payment processors to handle credit card or bank details, and we do not store your full payment card information.
· Survey/Petition Information: Information you provide when signing a petition, responding to a survey, or submitting a comment, which may include your opinions on local issues.
· Volunteer Information: Information provided when you sign up to volunteer, which may include your availability and areas of interest.
B. Information We Collect Automatically
When you visit our Website, we and our service providers may automatically collect certain non-personal and technical information:
· Log and Usage Data: Your IP address, browser type and settings, operating system, the date and time of your visit, the pages you view, and the page you visited before navigating to our Website.
· Device Information: Information about the device you use to access the Website, such as the hardware model and unique device identifiers.
· Location Data: We may derive your approximate geographic location from your IP address.
· Cookies and Tracking Technologies: We use cookies and similar tracking technologies (like web beacons) to analyze how users interact with our Website, improve your experience, and assist with our digital outreach.
2. How We Use Your Information
We use the information we collect for the following purposes:
· Campaign Activities: To send you updates, news, invitations to events, and information about the campaign's platform via email, mail, or text message.
· Process Donations: To process and confirm your donations, and to collect and report the legally required information to regulatory bodies (e.g., the City Clerk or other local election authorities).
· Voter Outreach: To understand your interests and preferences to better tailor our campaign messaging and outreach efforts.
· Communication: To respond to your inquiries, comments, or requests.
· Website Improvement: To monitor and analyze trends, usage, and activities to maintain and improve the Website's functionality and content.
· Legal Compliance: To comply with all applicable laws, regulations, and campaign finance reporting obligations.
3. Disclosure of Your Information
We may share your Personal Information in the following circumstances:
· Campaign Finance Reporting: We are legally required to publicly disclose the name, address, occupation, and employer of individuals who make contributions above certain thresholds, as required by Florida campaign finance laws.
· With Service Providers: We share your information with third-party vendors and service providers who perform services on our behalf, such as payment processing, email delivery, data analysis, and website hosting. These providers are required to protect your information.
· With Other Political Organizations: We may share voter and contributor information with other political organizations, candidates, or committees that we believe share similar political goals or principles.
· Legal Requirements and Protection of Rights: We may disclose your information if required to do so by law, or in the good faith belief that such action is necessary to comply with legal processes, protect the rights or property of the Campaign, or protect the personal safety of our staff or the public.
· With Your Consent: We may share your information with any other party with your explicit consent.
4. Your Choices
· Email Communications: You can opt out of receiving promotional emails from us by following the "unsubscribe" instructions provided in those emails. Even if you opt out, we may still send you non-promotional or transactional emails, such as those related to donations.
· Cookies: Most web browsers are set to accept cookies by default. You can usually choose to set your browser to remove or reject browser cookies. Please note that removing or rejecting cookies could affect the availability and functionality of our Website.
· SMS/Text Messages: If you consent to receive text messages from us, your consent will not be shared with any third party, other than as required by law. You can opt-out of receiving text messages by replying STOP to any message.
5. Data Security
We employ reasonable physical, technical, and administrative measures to protect your Personal Information from loss, misuse, unauthorized access, disclosure, alteration, and destruction. However, no internet transmission or electronic storage is completely secure, and we cannot guarantee absolute security.
6. Children's Privacy
Our Website is not directed to children under the age of 13. We do not knowingly collect Personal Information from children under 13. If we become aware that we have collected Personal Information from a child under 13, we will take reasonable steps to delete it.
7. Changes to This Privacy Policy
We may update this Privacy Policy from time to time. The revised version will be indicated by an updated "Effective Date" and will be posted on this page. We encourage you to review this policy periodically to stay informed about our data practices.
