THE FEAST DAY OF OUR PATRON SAINT 
MARY MAGDALENE!

St. Mary Magdalene, whose feast day is on July 22, 
was one of Jesus’ most celebrated disciples, famous, 
according to Mark 16:9–10 and John 20:14–17, for being 
the first person to see the Resurrected Christ.

The unchallenged facts about her life establish that 
Jesus cleansed her of seven demons (Luke 8:2 and Mark 
16:9), probably implying that he cured her of a physical 
disorder rather than the popular notion that he freed her 
of evil spirits.

Having seen where Jesus was buried (Mark 15:47), 
Mary Magdalene went with two other women on Easter 
morning to the tomb to anoint the corpse. Finding the 
tomb empty, Mary Magdalene ran to the disciples. She 
returned with St. Peter, who, astonished, left her. Christ 
then appeared to Mary Magdalene and, according to 
John 20:17, instructed her to tell the Apostles that He 
was ascending to God. 

Saint Mary Magdalene, woman of many sins, who 
by conversion became the beloved of Jesus and 
remained at His cross, thank you for your witness 
that Jesus forgives through the miracle of love. 
You, who already possess eternal happiness in His 
glorious presence, please intercede for me, so that 
one day I may share in the same everlasting joy.
