The Memorial Ceremony package includes all costs associated with our
bringing your loved one into our care (within our local service area), professional care of your loved one including
sanitary care & the cremation process, use of our staff, equipment & facilities for the Memorial Ceremony event in
our facility or your place of worship, and required professional vehicles. Your selections for your loved one’s
cremation container or casket, memorial urn, personal keepsake, cash advance items, permanent placement and
available catering services will be added to the package cost. An in person identification or private family goodbye
may be added to this package.
