COMMUNITY COMPLAINTS/COMMENTS:
· Complaint about the trailers that are falling apart and blowing all over. Limbs that were blown down.   Solution: Letters have been written to the parties with the trailers. Another property that is a liability the person has been spoken to, the town was told that they would get back to us within two weeks of a decision when they make it. Limbs around town are starting to be picked up.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
· Maintenance-The water is still doing what it has been. Altitude valve is not working right. Slug has talked to Loenbro soon they will switch to just the new tank and see how it works.
· Water-sample was delivered to Casper on Mon.

OLD BUSINESS:
· Water project-American Leak Detection will be here on Apr 20th to see if they can find our leak. CJ has been talking to Frank about replacing our current altitude valve. The final completion date is Apr 26th.
· Sewer project-we had a good turn out for the bid opening
· Council pay and attendance-new rates beginning July for the newly elected positions, Mayor $1,200 a month-Vice Mayor $500 a month-Council $125 a meeting. The two council positions not up for election will keep the same wages till 2028 election. There will be no changes to attendance policy. A motion was made to approve the rate change but no change in attendance, 1st by Chuck, 2nd by Billy, all approved.

NEW BUSINESS:
· Voting members for WARMS conference-Steve and Bill will both be put on the form
· Sewer award (bid approval)-WyoDak Energy Services, LLC was approved to do the project. Sunrise Engineering called the reference received strong recommendations back. A motion was made to approve WyoDak Energy, 1st by Billy, 2nd by Chuck, all approved.

· Budget 26-27 1st reading. Discussion then a motion was made to approve the 1st reading, 1st by Billy, 2nd by Chuck, all approved.
· Childhood abuse proclamation-A motion was made to approve this, 1st by Darlene, 2nd by Billy, all approved.
· Council Election-applications can be picked up between Apr 10th and May 7th at the office. Deadline to turn in the application is May 7th at noon. Election will be held at the school on May 12th from 9:00 am to 7:00 pm.
· TDS contract-Richard, Darlene and Rose had a teams virtual meeting with two of TDS staff. They wanted to make an amendment to our contract to keep it in force. A motion was made to approve the amendment, 1st by Chuck, 2nd by Darlene, all approved.

MAYORS REPORT:
· Specific Purpose Tax (1%) money is coming in more than expected each month, should be able to collect the full amount in 24 years if the trend continues.
· The state approved an increase for direct distribution
· Discussed and asked questions about the 4th of July 250 American events. 250 America will do the advertising. Skills USA will be making QR codes, which will find a home at several areas around the county.
