· Playground-Logan talked to the state parks and looked up the laws. State parks said they would contact him if they had more questions or needed more information. Logan has asked for the original contract but has not received it yet.

· Post office-Richard has visited with Greg they have reviewed the old contract. Logan will make a new one showing the Post Office will pay $200 a month for mowing, parking lot upkeep and snow removal. The postal employees will need to shovel the sidewalks. · PFAS Assistance Program-DEQ is willing to come and do the testing and train for 24 months. All agreed that this would be a good idea. Paperwork will be turned in.
