


TOWN OF MANVILLE
REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
OCT 1, 2024

The meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm by Mayor Richard Ladwig.

Pledge of Allegiance was given.

Those in attendance were Richard Ladwig, Darlene Adams, Walter (Fred) Krieger, Chuck Sides, Logan Heth, Rose Fadness, Kim Johnson.

Minutes of the last regular meeting and from the special meeting held Aug 21, were read. A motion was made to approve both sets of minutes as read, 1st by Darlene, 2nd by Chuck, all approved.

Vouchers were reviewed. A motion was made to approve the vouchers, 1st by Chuck, 2nd by Fred, all approved.

PUBLIC COMMENTS/COMPLAINTS
· Dogs running around and one took a dump on someone’s ramp. Please watch your dogs and keep them home.
· Condition of the streets for winter it could be a muddy mess-we will have someone come in with a blade and have them do some touch up work to smooth the rough streets. We will not have gravel on the streets, residents will need to take extra precaution this year but we will work to maintain them.
· Kim asked about the abandoned street and alley on her property. It was suggested to leave as is. The water line serving her house is not on her property, the crew will move her line over to her property.

COMMITTEE REPORTS
· Maintenance-none
· Water-Steve will take a water sample for the month on the 8th. He will also take one of the big test needing to be completed before the end of the year.

OLD BUSINESS
· Post Office Contract-Logan had the contract, the council made last minute corrections. He will correct and give to Richard to have it approved by the Post Office.
· Land Use Plan-Logan has not been able to find information, Rose has not obtained any useful information from other small towns. We will continue to work on this.
· Lagoon change-Curtis gave an approximate $22,000.00 bid for the new variable pump. It is necessary to fix our problem, a motion was made to go with the bid, 1st by Chuck, 2nd by Fred, all approved.

NEW BUSINESS
· Retainage fee-An account will be set up at Banner Capital to hold the 5% retainage fee from the contractor’s statements. At the end of the job if completed and all bills are paid, they will receive the amount in the account. If not completed to satisfaction and we need to have someone else fix a problem or bills are not paid, we will use that money to pay for what is needed and the balance returned to the contractor.
· Construction update-bore was completed going across 5th. Making the loop behind the KM Campground is not possible now since there is a change of septic systems being in that area. They will bore by Richards to go across to 3 Sisters. The water truck has been doing a good job trying to keep the dust down.
· Lead and Copper Report-It has been turned in ahead of time to WYRISKIT. It has gone through their review and passed to EPA.
· Census F-66-was turned in ahead of time.
· Internal Audit-was completed and turned in ahead of time.
· Gates and fence-Cliff was able to bid for these online and purchased under the allowed budget by $330.68.
· Plumber-First plumber turned in a bid higher than we liked. Another plumber was contacted, he was showed around and waiting for a bid from him. The decision was made to use the COVID money to supplement the cost of going from the 5ft into the house. Residents that were interested will be charged $514.10. The office will set up an account for each of the 30 residents to enable them to make monthly payments. The COVID money will pay for the extra amount. A motion was made to approve this plan, 1st by Chuck, 2nd by Darlene, all approved.

MAYOR’S REPORT
· Fred asked that the council get a pay increase. This can’t be done till a new election comes up. Rose will gather information what other towns are paying. This will be discussed after more investigation.
· Cliff and Slug arrived to give a report-The current water line is running down the middle of 1st street and has been leaking for a long time. The crew found the pipe where well 4 is coming into town. Broken pipe that was hit is fixed, water is back on.

With no further business a motion to adjourn was made, 1st by Chuck, 2nd by Darlene, all approved.
