Let us
all remain rooted in the Risen Christ and let his love, and the grace of the Holy Spirit, continue to
guide us on this journey. I ask that you join me in praying for our pastoral leaders, lay and ordained,
that they may experience their new opportunity with joyful hearts. Let us pray also for all the People
of God, that they may embrace their new leaders and this time of transition with open hearts and a
welcoming spirit. May the Risen Lord guide us on this next step in our journey as true Partners in the
Gospel.
