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 Love's True Form: Easter Joy and Motherhood 
 

This Sunday we celebrate both the Sixth Sunday of Easter and Mother's Day, a beautiful convergence that invites 

us to reflect on the nature of authentic love. Jesus promises in today's Gospel, "I will not leave you orphans" (John 

14:18), offering the Holy Spirit as our Advocate and the presence that transforms our hearts. 
 

On Mother's Day, we naturally think of Mary, whose "yes" to God at the Annunciation reveals the heart of mater-

nal love: trusting, self-giving, and open to God's will even in suffering. Her presence from Cana to Calvary shows 

us that true motherhood means interceding, enduring, and remaining faithful through all circumstances. 
 

Yet we also acknowledge that this day carries complexity for many in our parish family. Some grieve mothers who 

have passed, others bear the pain of estrangement or difficult family relationships, and still others struggle with 

wounds from imperfect parenting. The Church holds space for all these realities. Jesus' promise that we are not 

orphans speaks directly to those whose earthly mothers could not fully love them—whether through narcissism, 

addiction, mental illness, or simple human limitation. 
 

St. Peter reminds us today to "be ready to give an explanation to anyone who asks you for a reason for your hope, 

but do it with gentleness and reverence" (1 Peter 3:15). This gentleness applies to how we hold our own stories, es-

pecially when family relationships have been sources of pain rather than joy. The Holy Spirit, whom Jesus promis-

es, comes to heal what is broken and to teach us how to love as we have been loved by God—not with the self-

focused love that wounds, but with the self-gift that brings life. 
 

Today we pray for all mothers: those who sacrificed heroically, those who struggled imperfectly, and those whose 

absence we feel. We pray especially for healing in families marked by  emotional distance, trusting that the Spirit 

Jesus sends can transform even our deepest wounds into pathways of compassion. 
 

May Mary, Mother of the Church, intercede for us all.
