We’ll enjoy a guided tour of this important military post at the State 
Historic Site's museum, which showcases original artifacts and weapons 
and models of the fort and the attack.  
 

Following lunch at the Historic Thayer Hotel, we’ll explore the galleries 
of the West Point Museum, which display weapons, uniforms and  
memorabilia of American soldiers from the 17th century to the present. 
The oldest federal museum in the United States, the West Point  
Museum traces its origins to the American Revolution itself.
