Up to six travel and subsistence bursaries of up to £400, (more may be offered under very special circumstances), are on offer to bona-fide full-time students wishing to attend appropriate National and International fuel and energy-related conferences. To apply please complete the form above and send it with you abstract submitted to the conference and with a brief supporting letter from your supervisor to Prof. W. Nimmo at the E-mail or postal address above.  

The requirements for eligibility for award of a bursary are (i), the recipient’s Supervisor must be a Member of the Fuel and Energy Research Forum and (ii), the recipient will submit a short report, (for the format, please see below), about his or her impressions of the conference to the Newsletter Editor for inclusion in the next edition. In addition, the report will provide some brief details of the beneficiary, their topic of study and the reasons for wishing to attend the conference. 

Please note that these bursaries are for Travel and Subsistence, only, where Conference Registration Fees are not included as part of these awards.  Applications should be made as far in advance of the event as possible to enable time for our assessment. Secondly, where conference fees/accommodation cost do not cover full catering, the applicant would have to make a special case if the cost of additional food were to be included. For example, some dinners are optional at large conferences and considered excessively expensive and a cheaper option may be necessary. If the actual travel costs exceed the amount claimed, then consideration will be given for reasonable additional costs accompanied by appropriate receipts.  These receipts should be submitted after the conference, to Prof. Nimmo, when the applicant submits their report on the conference for the FERF Newsletter.  The full bursary will then be paid at the same time.  Please note that we do not fund bursaries retrospectively, that is after the event, as it is then impossible for both the applicant to carry out and for us to apply our requirements for the award of the bursary.

Guidelines for the Format of a Bursary Report.

This is a template that is offered for guidance to students, who are beneficiaries of the FERF bursaries.  It should be noted that the bursary reports are included in the FERF Newsletter and the majority of the readership will need some general background as to the beneficiary and his or her topic and to the conference, as most will not have attended the event themselves.
