General Employment Strategy and Targets 

• When advertising positions vacant, encourage Indigenous Territorians to apply  
• Pro-actively identify suitably qualified Indigenous Territorians where possible. 
• Strive to maintain a 30% or greater, Indigenous employment rate within the organisation 
• Provide appropriate levels of support to Indigenous staff to ensure their success within 

the organisation 
• Develop the career prospects of staff through providing training relevant to their position, 

in line with their aspirations and the companies direction. 
 
Apprenticeships 
ASPLUM will prioritize apprenticeship offers to Indigenous applicants. 
ASPLUM will notify local schools and relevant employment providers when positions become 
available. 
 
Mentoring 
ASPLUM supports workplace mentoring to assist Indigenous employees understand and adapt 
to workplace culture 
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
