A MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR FR. MIGUEL

Dear Parish Family,

The readings invite us to reflect on the call to discipleship and the mission to be witnesses of Christ in our world. In the
Gospel, we hear John the Baptist recognizing Jesus as the “Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world.” This ac-
knowledgment of Jesus’ identity and mission is echoed in the prophet Isaiah’s message about being a light to the nations,
and in Paul’s greeting to the Corinthians, reminding them of their call to holiness.
