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A MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR FR. MIGUEL

Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo,

En el evangelio del domingo pasado escuchamos unas palabras de Jestis un tanto inquietantes, “No he venido a traer la paz,
sino la division.” Este domingo escuchamos otras palabras igual de inquietantes, “Yo les aseguro que no se quienes son
ustedes. Apartense de mis todos ustedes los que hacen el mal”. Sorprendentemente, estas palabras van dirigidas no solo a per-
sonas alejadas, sino a quienes incluso dicen: “Hemos comido y bebido contigo, y ti has ensefiado en nuestras plazas”. Esto
nos puede desconcertar. ;Coémo puede ser que el Maestro no reconozca a quienes compartieron mesa con ¢1? ;jAcaso no basta
con estar cerca de Jesus, asistir a sus enseflanzas, participar en sus celebraciones? El Sefior, con esta parabola, nos invita a ir
mas alla de una relacién superficial con Dios.

Comer y beber con Jesus, escuchar su palabra, no garantiza una verdadera union con €l si nuestro corazéon permanece cer-
rado o nuestras obras contradicen lo que decimos creer. Es posible estar fisicamente cerca de Cristo, formar parte de la comun-
idad, y sin embargo vivir de espaldas a su mensaje. La puerta estrecha de la que habla el Evangelio es esa invitacion a una fe
auténtica, a una vida coherente. No basta con “parecer” discipulos, sino “serlo” de verdad. Jests no busca simples asistentes,
sino seguidores y seguidoras cuyo corazén y estilo de vida reflejen el amor, la justicia y la misericordia de Dios. A veces, po-
demos caer en la tentacion de pensar que por participar en las celebraciones, por cumplir ritos o por pertenecer a una tradicion,
ya tenemos asegurada la cercania con el Sefior. Sin embargo, Jesus es claro: lo que importa es la respuesta personal, la con-
version diaria, el compromiso con el projimo. La Eucaristia, la oracion, la vida comunitaria, son medios preciosos para encon-
trarnos con Jesus, pero pierden su sentido si no se traducen en obras de amor y justicia. Comer y beber con él, sin abrir el co-
razon y sin dejarse transformar, puede llevarnos a escuchar esas dolorosas palabras: “No sé¢ de donde son ustedes”.

El Evangelio nos llama a examinar nuestra vida: ;Soy discipulo o solo espectador? ;Permito que la Palabra de Dios trans-
forme mis actitudes, mis prioridades, mi relacion con los demas? ;Mi fe se traduce en obras concretas de compasion, perdon,
blsqueda de la justicia? La puerta es estrecha no porque Dios quiera excluir, sino porque el amor verdadero exige entrega y
coherencia. Jesus quiere reconocer en nosotros no solo a quienes estuvieron cerca, sino a quienes se dejaron moldear por su
Espiritu. Hoy el Sefior nos invita a no contentarnos con “comer y beber con éI” de manera superficial, sino a caminar en una
relacion viva, comprometida y transformadora. Sigamos a Jesus no solo de palabra, sino con todo nuestro corazon y nuestras
acciones. Asi, cuando lleguemos a la puerta, el Maestro no solo nos reconocerd, sino que nos dird: “Vengan, benditos de mi
Padre, hereden el reino preparado para ustedes”.

Dear sisters and brothers in Christ,

In last Sunday's Gospel we heard some somewhat troubling words from Jesus, "I have not come to bring peace, but divi-
sion." This Sunday we hear other equally troubling words, “I do not know where you are from. Depart from me, all you evil-
doers!” Surprisingly, these words are addressed not only to people who are not practicing the faith, but to those who even say:
“We eat and drank in your company, and you taught in our streets.” This can be disconcerting. How can it be that the Master
does not recognize those who shared a table with him? Is it not enough to be close to Jesus, to attend his teachings, to partici-
pate in his celebrations? The Lord, with this parable, invites us to go beyond a superficial relationship with God.

Eating and drinking with Jesus, listening to his word, does not guarantee true union with him if our hearts remain closed or
our works contradict what we say we believe. It is possible to be physically close to Christ, to be part of the community, and
yet to live with one's back turned to his message. The narrow door of which the Gospel speaks is that invitation to an authentic
faith, to a coherent life. It is not enough to "appear" to be disciples, but to truly "be" one. Jesus is not looking for mere assis-
tants, but followers whose hearts and lifestyles reflect God's love, justice, and mercy. At times, we can fall into the temptation
of thinking that by participating in celebrations, by performing rites or by belonging to a tradition, we are already assured of
closeness to the Lord. However, Jesus is clear: what matters is the personal response, the daily conversion, the commitment to
one's neighbor. The Eucharist, prayer, community life, are precious means of encountering Jesus, but they lose their meaning
if they are not translated into works of love and justice. Eating and drinking with him, without opening our hearts and without
allowing ourselves to be transformed, can lead us to hear those painful words: "I don't know where you are from."

The Gospel calls us to examine our lives: Am I a disciple or just a spectator? Do I allow God's Word to transform my atti-
tudes, my priorities, my relationship with others? Does my faith translate into concrete works of compassion, forgiveness, the
pursuit of justice? The door is narrow not because God wants to exclude, but because true love demands dedication and coher-
ence. Jesus wants to recognize in us not only those who were close, but also those who allowed themselves to be molded by
his Spirit. Today the Lord invites us not to be content with "eating and drinking with him" in a superficial way, but to walk in
a living, committed and transforming relationship. Let us follow Jesus not only in words, but with all our hearts and our ac-
tions. Thus, when we come to the door, the Master will not only recognize us, but will say to us: "Come, you blessed of my
Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you."
