A MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR FR. MIGUEL

Dear parish community,

Each year, the Solemnity of Christ the King, which we celebrated last Sunday, marks the end of the liturgical year. In the Catholic Church,
the liturgical calendar is organized into three cycles, known as Years A, B, and C. These cycles determine the readings used during Mass, especially on
Sundays and major feast days. This Sunday, the First Sunday of Advent, is year A. During Year A, the Gospel readings primarily focus on the Gospel
of Matthew. The selections highlight key teachings and events from Matthew's account of Jesus' life, ministry, and message.

In this Sunday’s gospel, Jesus compares the coming of the Son of Man to the days of Noah. People were going about their daily lives—
eating, drinking, marrying—unaware that the flood was imminent. The message is clear: life can distract us, routine can lull us into complacency, and
the unexpected arrival of the Lord calls for vigilance. Jesus says, “Therefore, stay awake! For you do not know on which day your Lord will come.” He
uses the image of the thief in the night to remind us that if the master of the house had known when the thief was coming, he would have stayed awake
and not let his house be broken into. In the same way, we are called to be spiritually alert and prepared, not knowing the hour when the Lord will come.

Advent invites us into a time of reflection. It is not just a countdown to Christmas, but a call to prepare our hearts for Christ’s coming—at
Christmas, at the end of time, and in our daily lives. Just as people in Noah’s day were surprised by the flood, we are reminded not to be caught off
guard, but to live each day ready to welcome Christ. Preparation does not mean anxiety, but hopeful waiting. We are called to look for signs of God’s
presence in the ordinary, to make room for Him in our hearts, and to let His love transform our lives. Advent asks: What needs to change in my life for
Christ to find a home in my heart? How can I stay awake and attuned to the movements of the Spirit?

May this Advent be a time of spiritual renewal for each of us. As we light the first candle on the Advent wreath, let it symbolize our hope and
our longing for Christ. Let us prepare our hearts, our families, and our parish community to receive Him with joy.

Estimada comunidad parroquial,

Cada afo, la Solemnidad de Cristo Rey, que celebramos el domingo pasado, marca el final del afio liturgico. En la Iglesia Catolica, el calen-
dario liturgico esta organizado en tres ciclos, conocidos como Afios A, B y C. Estos ciclos determinan las lecturas utilizadas durante la Misa, especial-
mente los domingos y los dias festivos principales. Este domingo, el primer domingo de Adviento, es el afio A. Durante el Afio A, las lecturas del
Evangelio se centran principalmente en el Evangelio de Mateo. Las selecciones destacan enseflanzas y eventos clave del relato de Mateo sobre la vida,
el ministerio y el mensaje de Jesus.

En el evangelio de este domingo, Jesus compara la venida del Hijo del Hombre con los dias de Noé. La gente seguia con su vida diaria—
comiendo, bebiendo y casandose—sin saber que la inundacion era inminente. El mensaje es claro: la vida puede distraernos, la rutina puede arrullarnos
en la complacencia, y la llegada inesperada del Sefior exige vigilancia. Jesus dice: “Velen, pues, y estén preparados, porque no saben qué dia va a venir
su Sefior.” Jesus utiliza la imagen del ladréon en la noche para recordarnos que si el duefio de la casa hubiera sabido cuando venia el ladrén, se habria
quedado despierto y no habria dejado que entraran a su casa. De la misma manera, estamos llamados a estar espiritualmente en vela y preparados, sin
saber la hora en que vendra el Sefior.

El Adviento nos invita a un tiempo de reflexion. No es solo una cuenta atras para la Navidad, sino un llamado a preparar nuestros corazones
para la llegada de Cristo—en Navidad, al final de los tiempos y en nuestra vida diaria. Asi como la gente en tiempos de Noé se sorprendio6 por el dilu-
vio, se nos recuerda que no debemos sorprendernos, sino vivir cada dia preparados para recibir a Cristo. Prepararse no significa ansiedad, sino esperar
esperanzados. Estamos 1lamados a buscar sefales de la presencia de Dios en lo ordinario, a hacerle espacio en nuestro corazén y a dejar que Su amor
transforme nuestras vidas. E1 Adviento pregunta: ;Qué necesita cambiar en mi vida para que Cristo encuentre un hogar en mi corazoéon? ;Cémo puedo
mantenerme despierto y sintonizado con los movimientos del Espiritu?

Que este Adviento sea un tiempo de renovacion espiritual para cada uno de nosotros. Al encender la primera vela de la corona de Adviento,
que simbolice nuestra esperanza y nuestro anhelo por Cristo. Preparemos nuestros corazones, nuestras familias y nuestra comunidad parroquial para
recibirle con alegria.

Drodzy Parafianie!

Kazdego roku Uroczysto$¢ Chrystusa Krola Wszechswiata, ktorg obchodzilismy w zeszig niedzielg, oznacza koniec roku liturgicznego. W
Kosciele katolickim kalendarz liturgiczny podzielony jest na trzy cykle, znane jako lata A, B i C. Cykle te okreslajg czytania uzywane podczas Mszy
Swigtej, zwlaszcza w niedziele i $wigta. Ta niedziela, pierwsza niedziela Adwentu, to rok A. W roku, A czytania z Ewangelii koncentruja si¢ gtoéwnie
na Ewangelii Mateusza. Teksty te podkreslaja kluczowe nauki i wydarzenia z relacji Mateusza o zyciu, postudze i przestaniu Jezusa.

W Ewangelii na te niedziel¢ Jezus poréwnuje przyjécie Syna Cztowieczego do czasow Noego. Ludzie prowadzili swoje codzienne zycie —
jedli, pili i zawierali malzenstwa — nie§wiadomi zblizajacego si¢ potopu. Przestanie jest jasne: zycie potrafi nas rozproszyc¢, rutyna moze uspi¢ nasza
czujno$¢, a nieoczekiwane przyjscie Pana wymaga czujnosci.
