Greenbrier Soccer Club and Park Policies 
Coaches and Parents please help the Greenbrier Soccer Club enforce the following policies at Dr. W. R. Everett Soccer Complex.   These policies should also carry over to any away facility that you might play at regardless of the home club.
· Dress Code (Practice as you would play)
· All players MUST wear shin guards during games AND practice. This is a state insurance requirement. An injury resulting from not wearing a shin guard could result in the player not having insurance coverage with the state. 
· Players should wear appropriate soccer game attire any time they are at the fields. If a referee wouldn’t let you wear it in a game, it shouldn’t be worn at practice.  When in doubt wear the uniform received the club.
· Parents and Spectators should wear appropriate clothing as well. If you were working at Wal-Mart and couldn’t wear it, then it probably shouldn't be worn at the fields.
·  Protect our fields. 
· Trainings/Practices – Do your warm-ups off the field as much as possible. Especially stay out of goal areas (small box) in front of the goal as much as possible. The more traffic in these areas the less grass we will have.
· This is especially important in the spring with wet ground, and the Bermuda grass is not growing until later in the season. 
· If you see any trash left behind, please pick it up and place it in one of the trash receptacles
· Please keep the gravel in the parking lot.
· Stop kids from digging or kicking up dirt on the field.  This creates bare spots and holes that could become a safety concern.
· Protect our equipment and buildings.
· The kids should NEVER climb on the goals nor play in the nets. This is a safety concern as well as helps maintain the integrity of our equipment. 
· Respect the restrooms and keep them as clean as possible.
