Attention: 
Maintain attention in whole class and small group 
contexts for a short time. 
May find it difficult to pay attention to more 
than one thing at a time. 
Understanding: 
Understand ‘why’ questions. 
Speaking: 
Begin to use social phrases e.g., ‘Good Morning!

Independence: 
Can independently organise themselves in the morning e.g., 
book bag in tray, coat on peg and name card on board. 
Can manage their own personal hygiene e.g., toileting.      
Can follow 1 step instructions. 
Social skills: Build constructive and respectful               
relationships.
