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Our focus text for this half term is ‘Odd and the 
Frost Giants’.

Alone in the forest, he encounters a 
bear, a fox and an eagle, each of whom has a strange 
story to tell. They need Odd’s help to save the city of 
Asgard from the Frost Giants who invaded it... 

Our other text is ‘Beowulf’ by J. Lesslie 
Hall. The classic story written over a 
thousand years ago is retold for children. 
Fearsome monsters stalk the moors of 
ancient Denmark, but then a warrior 
comes from overseas. His name is  
Beowulf! 

 

 

 

This half term, we will be looking at Multiplication 
and Division.
