      How do you show that you care? 
 

Greetings everyone: 
 

I was reflecting on the Angel of Peace, who appeared in Fatima in 1916 (a year before Our Lady in 1917) to the three 
Seers, Jacinta, Francisco, and Lucia. I was struck by one of the prayers given to the Seers by the Angel warning about 
spiritual dangers of "indifference" in one's relationship to the Eucharist. 
 

"Indifference" according to Elie Wiesel, a Nobel Laureate and Holocaust survivor, famously said, "The opposite of love 
is not hate, it's indifference". Mr. Wiesel argued that indifference is more dangerous than hate because it represents a 
total lack of concern, whereas hate is still a strong, albeit destructive, emotion. 
 

I always thought that "to care" was the opposite of "indifference" and it was here I discovered an acronym C.A.R.E. 
which stands for (Confession, Adoration, Rosary, Eucharist). 
 

Fr. Richard Heilman developed and promoted this acronym as encouragement for people to return to the Foundations 
of the Faith by emphasizing a "Eucharistic Life" to foster deep communion with Christ.  
 
 

So, how do you show that you care?  

• C - Confession: Repenting of sins and seeking mercy. 

• A - Adoration: Praising God and encountering His love. 

• R - Rosary: Praying with Mary to get closer to Christ. 

• E - Eucharist: Participating in the source and summit of Christian life. 
 
 

If you already have C.A.R.E. mastered, then you move up to C.A.R.E.S., where the "S" stands for...  

•S - Scriptures: Engaging with God's word in daily life. 
 

That's an excellent way to fight against the scourge and sin of "indifference" because you are show the world how to 
care. May you continue to grow in the Love of Jesus, because he always "cares" for you forever and ever!
